Specific Course Rules: 

Class time will be comprised of workshops, lectures, instructor-lead discussions, group discussions, small group workshops, and reading, writing, listening, and speaking exercises.  

Learning a second language is a complex process, which requires active involvement.  Consistent in-class interaction, as well as out-of-class practice, is essential to developing and strengthening second language competence and performance.  

General Classroom Procedures:
Homework and Tests:

Daily assignments should be completed in German and in writing.  Your instructor may collect your homework for a grade, so be prepared! 

Tests must be taken on the scheduled day unless I have approved a make-up exam PRIOR to the scheduled day, and they must be made up within one week of said date.  10% will be deducted from the final score of each missed test.  If you do not make arrangements to take an exam PRIOR to the scheduled test day, you cannot make up a test.   Furthermore, your classmates cannot receive their graded tests until you have taken the missed test.  

You must turn in all work on time as no late work will be accepted, even if you are absent on the due date.  You cannot make up missed in-class work, and you will not receive points for missed workshops or presentations; however, your lowest two workshop grades will be dropped at the end of the semester.  

Late work will not be accepted, so make sure you are present for all tests, workshops, role-plays, presentations, etc.

If you are absent, you are responsible for obtaining the information you have missed by either contacting a classmate or your instructor.

Final Exam

The final exam can only be taken on the scheduled day and time.  No early exams will be administered.

Participation in Workshops:

Each class meeting will incorporate an in-class workshop and/or presentation.  To receive full credit for the day, you must be present for the ENTIRE workshop or presentation.  For each late arrival to or early departure from class, FIVE (5) points will be deducted.  If you arrive late, be sure to have me record your presence no later than on the day you arrive late.  Otherwise, my records will stand.

Missed workshops and presentations CANNOT be made up.

Extra Credit:

Students can earn extra credit in several ways.  

*chits or bonus points will be given to those students who correctly use vocabulary introduced in the current chapter prior to a chapter test.  

Once a student has used a phrase, he or she cannot receive additional chits.  However, students are encouraged to use vocabulary as often as possible in class.  Students may submit up to five chits (five points) earned while studying a particular chapter.  Leftover chits cannot be used for future tests.

*students can earn up to five bonus points by submitting vocabulary cards up to the last day before a chapter test.  For example, if a test is scheduled for a Wednesday, students have until the prior Monday to submit and receive credit for vocabulary cards.

*students who attend the World Language Center (WLC) can receive up to 5 bonus points, depending on the length of the visit. 

Also, students should have a WLC tutor sign his or her full name on the attached form to verify each visit.

Audiotaping and Video Recording Class Lectures and Workshops:

Audiotaping and video recording class lectures and workshops are NOT permitted because content is the intellectual property of the instructor.

FERPA Laws:

For legal reasons, I cannot provide anyone with letters of recommendation.  Please do not ask for one because I will have to respectfully decline.
According to FERPA (Family Education Rights and Privacy Act), you must submit and collect your own papers.  A family member or friend cannot drop them off or pick them up for you.  In addition, college officials cannot respond to emails that originate from an email address outside a college. STUDENT PRINTING QUOTAS:  Effective:  January 10, 2010
Each student is given, free of charge, a quota of 250 black and white pages per semester; this is a $10 value.
